Immingham Habrough & Stallingborough Report for February
Crime                                                                                                                                            
There were 87 crimes recorded for the Immingham, Habrough and Stallingborough ward area in January. Of these, the following have occurred.                                                
Residential Burglary:                                                                                         On 5th January a garage at an address on Leggott Way was broken into by forcing the door. Once inside, various items of property were stolen. 
Commercial Burglary:                                                                                                         Between 30th December and 2nd January there were two burglaries at companies on Netherlands Way on the Stallingborough Industrial Estate.                                                            Suspects have approached a warehouse in a forklift truck and using this have forced the shutter doors to gain entry. Once inside, they force a metal locker containing vehicle keys. A set of keys were taken which were then used to steal a Ford Fiesta car from within the warehouse.                                                                                  At another compound, thirteen curtain sided trailers had the curtains cut open to check what was being carried.                                                                                                                               Suspects approach a warehouse and cut the lock securing the door. Entry was made where property was stolen.                                      Overnight 4th & 5th January a storage container at Immingham Town Football Ground off Woodlands Avenue was broken into. Nothing was stolen.                                                                                                   Overnight 5th & 6th January a storage container on the building site at Mauxhall Farm was broken into with tools being stolen. Diesel was also syphoned from plant machinery at the site. Overnight 19th & 20th January a caravan and tack store situated in a field on Immingham Road Habrough was entered. Various items of riding equipment was stolen.                                                                   During the early hours of 22nd January an insecure shed at a horse field in Stallingborough was entered and various items of riding equipment was stolen. 
Vehicle Crime: Between 22nd & 26th January a car that had broken down on Station Road, Stallingborough was broken into by smashing a window. Items of property including keys were stolen. Number plates were stolen from a car at the Imperial Ford garage.
